Rather, it was founded by an American - Paul Harris - with an international philosophy. There are
32,700 Rotary Clubs in the world with 7,700 in the U.S., and 25, 000 in the rest of the world. Rotary is
in more countries than the United Nations.

Nationally, Rotary is known because of its clubs and members, and the good deeds they do locally.
Internationally, Rotary is known for the wonderful worldwide programs such as Polio Immunizations,
Ambassador Scholarships, GSE Programs, and the Matching Programs, which are funded by the Rotary
